1. (if Possible) SEND SOMEONE BACK TO THE LOCATION OF THE EMERGENCY
TO TELL THEM HELP IS ON THE WAY
2. (If Possible) SEND SOMEONE OUT TO THE CAMP ENTRANCE TO DIRECT THE
EMERGENCY CREW

NEARBY HOSPITALS:

When necessary, there are major hospitals in both Bremerton and Tacoma. Sound View has no written agreement
for emergency treatment. The severity of the injury will determine the facility used, usually in consultation with outside
professional emergency personnel.
